Org. Setting and Reporting

This position is located within the Forward Support and Deployment Hub (FSDH) of the
Logistics Division within the Office of Supply Chain Management (OSCM), Department of
Operationa Support (DOS). The Logistics Officer reports to the Chief of FSDH. The post is
based in FSDH located in Entebbe, Uganda.

The Department of Operational Support was established to provide operational advisory
servicesto client entities across the Secretariat, including other departments, offices away
from headquarters, field missions, and regional commissions.

The Office of Supply Chain Management includes the Office of the Assistant Secretary-
General for Supply Chain Management, Logistics Division, Procurement Division,
Uniformed Capabilities Support Division, Global Service Center, and the Enabling and
Outreach

Service.

The Logistics Division performs a central role in the implementation of end-to-end supply
chain management across the United Nations operations. The Division provides direction and
advice on logistical matters, manages, monitors and assesses the delivery of strategic
transportation and support services, and directs the delivery of transportation and specialist
support services in the functional areas of air transport, ground transport, engineering, medical
and supply, inclusive of fuel, rations and general supplies and security equipment.

The Forward Support and Deployment Hub (FSDH) is located in Entebbe and is structured
into three cells: the Air Support Cell, the Movement Operations and Freight Forwarding
Support Cell and the Regional Deployment Stock Cell. The FSDH aims to enhance the
operational and administrative effort through the implementation of policies and technical



guidance provided by OSCM; and coordination, management, and monitoring of logistics and
supply chain management operation for efficient, responsive, and reliable support to regional
and ad-hoc operational requirements.

Responsibilities
Within delegated authority, the Logistics Officer isresponsible for the following duties:

« Provides effective and timely planning, oversight, management and coordination of logistics
support operations and supply chain management. Ensures effective and timely provision and
coordination of diverse logistics support requirements.

« Integrates, manages and monitors the implementation of logistics support and supply chain
plans.

« Develops policy and procedures documentation for DOS field logistics support and supply
chain in FSDH.

« Liaises between field missions and Headquarters staff on logistics and supply chain matters
and coordinates day-to-day support of logistics operations.

« Plans and co-ordinates | ogistics support to new, sustaining, expanding, contracting and
liquidating peacekeeping operations and other field missions and other peacekeeping
operations.

« Plans, establishes and directs afully integrated, field mission joint logistics operations centre
in accordance with existing UN directives; provides effective management and successful
coordination of logistics support activities of multi-national civilian, military and inter-
departmental staff.

« Manages alogistics field operation.

« Ensures the monitoring of material and personnel movement operations

« Ensures that |ogistics requirements take account of gender-specific needs.

« Develops plans and procedures for assessing material, staff, troops and their movements,
planning and costing of operational budgets.

« May coordinate and direct ateam of staff and/or mentor and supervise the work of
new/junior officers.

« Performs other related duties as required.

Experience in logistics operations in support of afield operation (inclusive of peacekeeping
operations, special political missions, agencies funds and programmes), or other similar
international organization is desirable.

Experience in multimodal transportation operations is desirable.

Experience in performance and quality management for supply chain is desirable.

Experience in sourcing, cleaning and preparing data, selection and devel oping visualization
and metrics in transportation, procurement, and/or supply chain management is desirable.

L anguages

English and French are the working languages of the United Nations Secretariat. For the post
advertised, fluency in English is required. Knowledge of another UN official languageis
desirable.

Assessment
